Overview: This lesson will focus on the letter F identifying the letter "f" and the word "fish" using the Monarch. It will end with a graphic of a fish from the APH TGIL.
Age Range: Novice Braillist or early childhood grades PreK-k 
Activity A 
In this activity, the student will practice tracking while both student and teacher read together the Fish poem. 
The student will additionally practice tracking the poem through increasing and reducing spacing. 
The zoom out and zoom in buttons which are located on the bottom corner of the tactile display can be used to increase and decrease the braille line spacing. 
Activity B 
"Found it!" 
The student will revisit the poem to find the letters "f". The teacher will review the following features of the braille letter "f" with the student: 
"f" is a corner symbol. 
Its corner is in the top of the cell. 
The "f" is three dots: dots 1,2 and 4, 
It only uses the upper cell. 
The student is encouraged to use proper tracking techniques to scan for the "f"s in the poem. When the student finds the "f", they can announce "Found it!" to their teacher.
Activity C
Exploring fish graphic from TGIL library-Part to Whole Approach 
Using the Tactile Viewer, the teacher should provide reference information to orient the student to the image. Points to mention will be the following: 
· Eye 
· Fins 
· Mouth
The student can then explore the fish graphic, using the teaching exploration patterns suggested by the Texas School for the Blind. 
· Vertical search 
· Horizontal search 
· Circular search 
Activity D
Real-World Object: Optional activity 
The best way to tie the whole lesson plan together would be to use a real-world object to the lesson. In this lesson, the teacher could choose from the following: 
· Field trip to a pond 
· Visiting a pet shop where fish are sold 
· Using a realistic fish style fishing lure with no hook 
· Obtain a frozen or fresh fish from the local grocery store 
Conclusion: 
This is a fun lesson plan/unit with a lot of opportunity for fun! This lesson was used at the kindergarten level and we really had a lot of fun with it. Add fishing hats while reading and improving your student's ability to tactually discriminate and view images using the part to whole approach.
